
Rule 30. Administrative Duties of the Chief Justice and the Administrative Director 
 (a) The Chief Justice. The chief justice of the Supreme Court shall be responsible for the 
administration of all courts in the State. To assist the chief justice, the court shall appoint an 
Administrative Director to serve at its pleasure, who shall report directly to the chief justice. If 
there is a vacancy in the office of the chief justice, the senior justice shall serve temporarily as 
acting chief justice. Seniority shall be determined as provided in Rule 31. If the chief justice is 
absent or unable to serve, the senior justice shall serve temporarily as acting chief justice. 
 (b) The Administrative Director. The Administrative Director of the courts shall be 
generally responsible for the enforcement of the rules, orders, policies and directives of the 
Supreme Court and the chief justice relating to matters of administration. At the direction of the 
chief justice and the Supreme Court, the Administrative Director shall develop, compile and 
promulgate administrative rules and directives relating to case processing, records and 
management information services, personnel, budgeting and such other matters as the chief 
justice and the Supreme Court shall direct. The Administrative Director also shall perform such 
other functions and duties as may be assigned by the chief justice or by the Supreme Court.
