Illinois Supreme Court Justice Lloyd A. Karmeier will administer the attorney's oath to 112 new law-

yers on Thursday, October 31 in Carbondale. 

 

All of the candidates have passed the Illinois State Bar examination and an ethics examination; and 

were certified by the Committee on Character and Fitness. 

 

The Fifth District ceremony will be held at 2 p.m. at the Southern Illinois University School of Law 

Auditorium. 

 

Dean Cynthia L. Fountaine, of the Southern Illinois University School of Law, will give the welcom-

ing remarks.  The speaker for the ceremony will be attorney Carey Gill of the Illinois State Bar Asso-

ciation Board of Governors. 

 

Attorney Lisa Porter, supervisor of Government Affairs Division for the St. Clair County State's Attor-

ney's Office, will make the motion to admit the class. 

 

Remarks in support of the motion to admit the class will be made by Circuit Judges James Campanella

 Judicial Circuit. Associate Judges Richard 

Aguirre and Randall Kelley, both of the 20
th
