Administrative Cases: Cases still active but not under direct supervision.

Presentence Investigation: A comprehensive written background investigation
report on a convicted offender prepared by the probation department to provide
information to the court to determine an appropriate sentence.

Abbreviated Presentence Investigation: Sometimes referred to as a "short form"

presentence investigation, this is a less-comprehensive report permitted in less
serious (i.e., misdemeanor) criminal cases.

Treatment Alternatives for Safe Communities: A state-designed private agency

licensed to provide substance abuse assessment, referral, and case monitoring
services for criminal defendants/offenders with chemical dependency problems.

Intensive Probation Supervision Program: A highly structured, surveillance

oriented, prison diversion program for non-violent felony offenders sentenced to
probation.

Intake — Level of supervision, equal to that of Level 1, for the first 30-60 days
within the program.

Level 1 — Highest level of supervision contacts per week, based on an assessment
of high risk, for offenders sentenced to IPS.

Level 2 — Less frequent level of supervision contacts per week, based on an
assessment of moderate risk, for offenders sentenced to IPS.

Level 3 — Lowest level of supervision contacts per week, based on documented
improvement of performance by offenders within the program.

Minors Requiring Authoritative Intervention: Generally referred to as “status

offenders” such as runaways, incorrigibles, etc.

Continued Under Supervision: A juvenile case which is under court order and

Probation supervision without a formal finding of delinquency.

Maximum — Evaluated at Level II with a prior DUI or Level III by a licensed
DASA evaluator and ordered to supervision by the court, with substance abuse
treatment as a condition, for between 90 and up to 180 days.

Aftercare — Cases successfully completing maximum supervision period but still
under the DUI officer’s caseload for the court ordered term of supervision.
